How many members of the
Alumni remember the first issue
of THE Towgr? All Catholic Uni-
versity men of the 1922-23 class
must have taken pride, and justly
so, in the fact that from their
midst came the men whose talents,
foresight and initiative made
possible the student weekly., The
original managing board composed
of Messrs. William J. Kearney,
chairman; Wm. Getts McDonald,
Ulriec Ford McHale and Geo. Edw.
Beatty were real pioneers. We to-
day are endeavoring to carry on
the publication of THE TOWER
which they initiated.

Following Years

The 1923-24 Towger laid its plans
upon the solid foundation built by
the preceding staff. Its organi-
zation consisted of a thiee-fold
partnership between the Editor,
Wimbert R. Sullivan, the Business
Manager and the Advertising Man-
ager. During that same year Car-
-~ roll Xirby, the able Sports Editor,
became a member of the board,
when Richard Smith took over the
duties of both the business and ad-
vexrtising departments. My, Sulli-
van, the editor, came to Gathqlic
University from Baltimore, being
a product of Loyala High School.
If ever a student was prominent
in extra curricular affairs, that
man was Mr. Sullivan. His activi-
ties included membership in the
Abbey Club, the Spanish Club, the
International Relations Club, par-
ticipation in several sports, class
officer, assistant TOWER editor and
in his senior year editor. The
Cardinal of that year gives us
some idea of the former journalist
when it says of him “Life for him
~ is one political battle after another,
The smoke of his victories is still
visible”—a politician, e¢h “Sully”?

The 1925-26 staff of THE TOWER
was headed by Frank (“Tupboat”)
Gallagher, from the coal town of
Mahoney City, Pa. The publica-
tion enjoyed one of its most suc-
cegsful vears under his guidance,
Mry. Gallagher was known to hig
contemporariecs on the campus as
an adept pupil of the art of publi¢
apeaking. In addition to his re-
sponsibilities anent editing the pa-
per, “Gal” was Junior Class presi-
dent, & member of the Student
Council, chairman of the Senior
Ilvent committee, Varsity Swim-
ming for three years and belonged
to several honoxary socioties of the
University, A leader undoubtedly

Laymen Make Greatness
Perceptible to World

Less than 50 years have elapsed
since the little band of scholars
assembled by the Most Reverend
John J. Keane, D.D., first rector
of the University, began to con-
duct classes in <Caldwell Hall.
Under the leadership of His Emi-
nence, Cardinal Gibbons, the Cath-
olic University of America, whose
founding was due largely to three
men, Archbicshop John Ireland,
Archbishop John J. Keane, and
Archbishop Spalding, became a
reality in November, 1889.

First Rector

The first rector of the Univer-
sity was the Most Reverend John
J. Keane. To his resourcefulness
was due the maintenance of the
University during the critical pe-
riod of infancy. After the decision
to open the University. had been
reached by the American Hierarchy
and permission given by Pope Leo
XIII, Bishop Keane toured Eurspe
to determine the type of university
best suited for American condi-
tions. From the Sce of Richmond
Bishop Xeane had come to the
University, bringing as his endow-
ment to its cultural service an
alert mind, a philosophic temper,
and a broad sympathy which gave
him singular competence and dis-
tinction. e was capable of giving
a8 scholarly interpretation of the
Catholic Church to the American
mind, Unfortunate controversies
raged during his rectorship, for
the University quickly assumed
such importance that it could not
escape the controversial issues of
the time. DBishop Keane went to

Casuals of the Sea. McKFee has
repaid the compliment of Ameri-
¢asi 1avor by 1iving in this country
in the intervalg between hig sea
voyages. One of the essays in
Maore Harbors of Memory, his
latest book, is quite refreshing in
its praise of life Iin America in
contrast to life abroad. Mr., Mc-

Fee points oult that much higher |

taxes, and the existence of social
harriers which require vears to
break down, make life in Europe
much less attractive for the Amer-
ican c¢xpatriate than is life in
America, for the transplanted
Englishman, He concludes that
life here, after a youth spent in
Europe, is one of the greatest ad-
ventures of modern times.

In his Letter to o Youny Gen-
tleman  Dissatisfied with Life
Ashore, he holds out scant en-
couragement for the pergon who,
unhappy in his present circum-
stances, thinks escape to the sea
will bring him blissful content. Un-
less one 1s qualified for specific
work on a ship, the Jife is hard and
advancement is slow. The author
is quite harsh with those who
think of the sea in terms of misty
romance. He himgelf ran away
to sea, it is true, but he was a
qualified engineer, and has con-
tinued in his work, even though he
can bhoast mow of considerable
fame as a writer. To his view,
one gets out of the life of the sea
what one gets out of any other
kind of life, what one puts into it.

There are 20 other essays in the
book, well written in a clear and
forceful prose. Mr. McFee knows
the sea from a deep experience of
it, as Conrad knew it. Thesec
egsays are some of the finest
fruits of that experience. 1t is to
be hoped that this book may be,
for some, an introduction fo the
many fine books he has written
previously.

Mr. Randolph Leigh was the
moving spirit, originator and di-
rector of the National and Inter-
national Oratorical Contests, which
came to a sad end a year and a
half ago, when audiences grew
tired of listening to, and students
tired of delivering, rehashed
speeches about the Constitution. 1
was in the contest once myself, so
it i1s with considerable fellow feel-
ing that 1 scan the pages of his
pamphlet, New Deul or Constitu-
tion? And I sympathize with, but
cannot quite approve of, some of
the author’s tactics in dealing with
the question.

It 1s, of course, difficult to say
much of anything conclusive in a
44 page pamphlet, But construc-
tive suggestions can be made, and
Mr. Leigh does not make them. He
merely harks back to the old Vir-
ginia heroes, panegyrizes them,
and lets it go at that. His pur-
rose 1s to get us to believe that
what was good enough for them
Is good enough for us.” Which may
be quite true, but the fact still re-

- Ruth Suckow in The Folks,
drags an  lowa family through
over 700 finely printed pages, and
the result, for those who like theix
novels long, is quite satisfactory.
The FPergusons are a rather dull
family, except for Margaret, who
calls herself Margot, and their
separate stories only moderately
interesting, bhut the telling is s¢
carefully, so painstakingly done,
that it more than makes up for
the lack of quick flashes of hril-
liance and exuberant interest. And
the story of Margaret, whom
Greenwich Village does not effect
too disastrously, is marvelously
well wrought.

Bernard De Votod’s new novel,
We Accept With Pleusiire, is a
story which we do not, and cannot,
accept with pleasure. [t has the
questionable virtue of frankness,
It has the virtue, unquestionable
in this case, of presenting stream-
of-consciousness analysis with a
minimum loss of intelligibility. Xt
has the virtue of attempting to de-
pict the effects of growing up on a
group of the war generation. It
pictures nothing but spiritual dis-
integration. It gives no hope. 1t
does not preach because the story,
taken at its face value, preaches
all too dispiriting a lesson.

An unhealthy preoccupation with
sex and a too lively memory of the
one of their group who was most
promising, and died just after the
war, characterize the principals.
With the number of characters at
his command, Mr. De Voto has
managed to fit them into a really
astonishing number of morally
wrong relationships. And he
doesn’t seem to waste a character
in the process., There is a faint
